This Contest is conducted by Roller Sports Canada and Il Peloton Ltd (the “Sponsors”) 
and is open to all residents of Canada. Entrants less than the age of thirteen (13 years) 
require the consent of a parent or legal guardian.

1. Entrants (i) acknowledge compliance with these Official Rules including all eligibility 
requirements and, (ii) agree to be bound by the decisions of Sponsors, made at their sole 
discretion, which shall be final and binding in all matters relating to the Contest.  
Entrants who have not complied with these Official Rules are subject to disqualification. 
 
2. Sponsors are not responsible for: late, delayed, lost, stolen, damaged, misdirected, 
mutilated, garbled, illegible, destroyed or incomplete entries. All entries become the 
property of the Sponsors, will not be acknowledged as received and in no case shall be 
returned to the entrant or sender.  
 
3. All designs submitted will be considered for both the Official Canada Suit and the 
Roller Sports Canada World Team / Pan Am Suit.  
 
4. By entering the Contest, all entrants, - (those under the age of majority, his/her parent 
or legal guardian), consent to the use of their name, address (city and province) and/or 
likeness, without further compensation, worldwide and in perpetuity, in any and all forms 



of media, now known or hereafter devised, including the Internet, in any publicity or 
advertising carried out by the Sponsors relating to the contest.
